N.B. It is essential that all medication is handed into reception as soon as the pupil arrives at school. Pupils are
not permitted to carry any form of medication around school.

If unwell, pupils should follow school procedures in which they must be seen by either their Head of Year or the
First Aider who will make contact with parents and, if deemed necessary, arrange for them to go home.
