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Length of Course

The 6th Form aims to meet the needs
of all students. Students can opt to
study over 3 years if undertaking a
BTEC Level 2 course. If you under-
take a Level 2 course, you will need to
gain Merits in your subject to progress
to the Level 3 course. If you success-
fully complete a Level 2 course and
wish to take A Levels, you will need to
ensure that you have the correct
GCSEs and grades the entrance
requirements stipulate. It is advised
that all Level 2 students sit a retake in
Maths and English if they were not
successful in the first instance. This
will not only help with future employ-
ment and university entrance, but help
ensure entrance to Level 3 courses.

Student life is centred around the new
Business & Technology Centre where
there are computer suites, study,
teaching and tutorial rooms adding to
the stimulating learning environment.
The Common Room is a spacious
area where students can relax and
meet friends.

Through the 6th Form Committee,

students can take an active role in
6th Form life, including the organisation
of 6th Form events and social activities.
There are also opportunities for taking
part in many other extra-curricular and
enrichment activities.

We have a thorough system of attendance
monitoring. The aim is to enable all
students to reach their full potential
and achieve success in the courses
they have chosen to study.

Students are also issued, as part of
their learning agreement, with a Post
16 Learning Contract. This is a contract
between the College and the student
setting out terms and conditions that
should be adhered to. Our
Government funding for your place in
the 6th Form is based on attendance.
You must be a full time student to
receive a free place. Full time is equal
to a minimum of 18 units taken per
year (equivalent to 3 A levels) or 12
units if studying a Level 2 course.

To qualify as a full time student:
n Students should be maintaining a
100% attendance in all their

lessons (unless there is a good
reason to miss them).

Any student who will be absent from
College should contact the Attendance
Officer before 9.30 am on 01803
403716. We expect all of our students
to adhere to these figures; failure to do
so may jeopardise your place at the
College.

Apart from monitoring your attendance
regularly, we also monitor your
progress. We want you to achieve. At
the end of each half term you will be
formally assessed in each of your
subjects. Whilst this helps you to pre-
pare for your examinations, it also
helps us put in the correct levels of
support.

Should you fail this assessment you
will be required to resit. If you fail a
second time, you will be called for an
interview with Mr Cocker or Mr
Thomas. Whilst we always endeavour
to ensure your success, it may be nec-
essary for you to be removed from the
course and entered for another subject
that may be more appropriate.

A Level entry requirements are listed
by subject, students who have
completed a Level 2 course and are
wishing to enrol on A Levels or a Level
3 course need to have achieved a
minimum of a Merit grade on their



Level 2 course in addition to GCSEs
previously achieved.

Where there are insufficient numbers
a course will not run.

This is a weekly payment worth up to
£30 for students who are aged 16 - 19
and are planning to continue in further
education. There are also bonuses of
£100 if you remain on your course and
make good progress. Payments are
made direct to the student’s bank
account. Further information on
student eligibility can be obtained
on the information website
http://fema.direct.gov.uk or the student
helpline 0800 121 8989. In addition
students may qualify for assistance
with transport. Further details can be
obtained from the Transport Office,
Oldway, by calling 01803 208240.
Student absences must be qualified
with evidence if EMA is to be paid.

The College, alongside the club
have been actively promoting the programme
for 2008/09 and approximately 20 players
have planned to sign into the course for the
coming year. As a result of weekly meetings
between College staff and TUFC coaches, a
series of amendments have made to the
programme which should ensure its smoother
operation and increased retention rate. These
include all enrolled pupils being educated
simultaneously on the same course by the
same member of staff and alterations to when
the group are timetabled for lessons and
training. It is perceived that this will further
encourage a team ethos within the group,
assist with staff/pupil communication and
relationships and make it easier for those
enrolled to manage their time.

We are also pleased report that our College
has been selected by League Football
Education (LFE) to provide the Torquay United
Youth Team with their education. This group of
10 players began their studies at the start of
July 08 and will continue to do so throughout
the next academic year.

LEVEL: 3
COURSE LENGTH: TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

5 GCSEs at C grade or above with a
grade B or above in Dance or other
performing arts subject.

OVERVIEW

The BTEC National Award in Dance is
a practical, vocational course. You
learn by completing projects and
assignments that are based on realistic
workplace situations, activities and
demands. You focus specifically on
Dance and develop a range of specialist
skills and knowledge. This is equivalent
to one A Level and can be taken alongside
other subjects. The BTEC Award in
Dance is a recognised qualification for
entry into higher education or when you
have finished the course it can be
used to go into employment. In the first
year you will study three different tech-
niques: Jazz, Ballet and Contemporary

plus Choreographic Principles. In the
second year you study two further
units: Dance Appreciation and Dance
Performance which forms the final
practical unit. All work is continually
assessed to complete the Award by
Pass, Merit or Distinction.




ENGLISH LITERATURE

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at C grade or above, a grade B in
English Literature and a grade B or
above in English Language.

OVERVIEW:

The teaching of this examination
syllabus allows students to build on
those skills and experiences developed
at GCSE level. Through the study of
texts across genre, gender and historical
periods of literature, we encourage our
students to develop an interest, enjoyment
and critical awareness of an extensive
range of written material. Students are
guided and encouraged towards
independent reading and towards a
critical response to genres through a
shared experience of an extensive
range of views. Students at both
levels of this examination syllabus will
become confident and perceptive
readers, able to share their responses

and ideas verbally and on paper, to
develop detailed discussion points and
to demonstrate the full range of key
skills which form an integral part of all
A Level examination syllabi.

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at C grade or above to include a grade
B or above in English Language. A
grade B or above in Media Studies is
preferred, but students do not have to
have studied Media Studies GCSE.

OVERVIEW:

This course is made up of a range of
practical and theoretical learning
experiences about the world of media
which surrounds us every day. It will
involve a study of a range of media:
TV, video, written media, visual media
and the Internet. During the course all
students will become critically aware
of the influence the media has on our
views, beliefs, actions - our lives. We
will analyse and investigate the form,
production, meaning and reception of
media texts while relating these to
cultural, social and political contexts.
Practical work will include video, audio
and print.



FILM STUDIES

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at C grade or above, a grade B in
English Language is preferred,
although we will consider individuals
who have lower grades, but show a
great interest in the subject. You do
not need to have studied Media
Studies at GCSE.

OVERVIEW:

Film Studies A level is offered to those
students who have a great interest in
the medium of film. You will be
introduced to the diverse range of film
forms and film styles developed in
different places throughout the history
of cinema. With its options in creative
work, it opens up the study of film
aesthetics and film form, as well as
broader political and ethical issues
through experimental learning. Film
Studies places emphasis on visual
story telling and aesthetics, and
extends areas of experience covered
by English Literature and Art History.




CHILDHOOD STUDIES
DIPLOMA IN CHILDCARE

AND EDUCATION
LEVEL: 2

COURSE LENGTH: ONE YEAR

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at grade D - E, 2 of which must be a
minimum of grade D, to include
English. A serious interest in the care
and education of young children is
required. A police check will be under-
taken for which identification will need
to be produced; the cost of this is
borne by the College.

OVERVIEW:

The Diploma in Childcare and
Education Level 2 is a course made up
of both classroom tuition and a work
placement. The work placement is for
two days per week with occasional
block placements of one week.
Students will gain the award if they
successfully complete all course
assessments. The final grade will be
expressed as A* - D and will carry
points equivalent to five GCSEs.

PROGRESSION:

Many students progress to the Level 3
Diploma in Childcare and Education
from which they may continue on to
Higher Education or pursue a career at
this level.

LEVEL: 3
COURSE LENGTH: TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at C grade or above, one of which must
be English.

There is
a mixture of coursework and
examination. This A Level has units
that cover biological, psychological
and human development. There are
three compulsory units:

Effective Caring, which covers skills
and knowledge needed for working in
Health, Social Care or Early Years
setting;

Effective Communication, and
lliness, Disease and Disorder
The other units are optional.




LAW

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH:
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at C grade or above, including two
grade Bs, one of which should be in
English Language. Students should
be able to discern fact from opinion.
Good memory and summary skills are
important.

OVERVIEW:

This subject will give an introduction to
criminal law with particular reference
to non-fatal offences against the person,
e.g. assault and battery, and the civil
law with particular reference to
negligence and liability for physical
injury and/or property damage. Due to
the popularity of this course it is
recommended that students make an
application for a place early.

We are also very fortunate that
Mr P Smith, who runs this course, is
also a co-author for the Exam Board’s
text book.

The presentation of the course will
include:

n For Year 12s a trip to the Crown
Court at either Exeter or Plymouth
to watch a trial or sentencing.

n For Years 13 an overnight trip to
London to include a visit to the
Houses of Parliament and a meet-
ing with a Court of Appeal judge
from the Royal Courts of Justice in
the Strand.

n Various guest speakers to include
a Magistrate, Barrister or Solicitor
and a Probation Officer.

n The Year 12s will enter a national
debating competition judged by
MPs (see photograph) and take
part in a mock trial.




PSYCHOLOGY

LEVEL: 3
COURSE LENGTH:
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
minimum at C grade or above, a
minimum of a B grade is required in
two core subjects (Maths, English,
Science). No previous experience
of Psychology is required.

OVERVIEW:

Psychology is an academic discipline
involving the scientific study of the
mind, mental processes and
behaviour. Psychologists study such
concepts as memory, stress,
abnormality, emotion, personality,
behaviour, interpersonal relationships
and individual behaviour. Psychology
also refers to the application of such
knowledge to various fields of human
activity including issues related to daily
life, for example: the management of
aggression, the treatment of mental
health problems, the management of
stress and the treatment of eating
disorders. Psychology includes many

sub-fields of study, including such
areas as research, human
development, sports, health, industry,
media and law. The study of
Psychology is also considered to be
excellent grounding for either
employment or Higher Education and
is widely accepted by universities as
suitable preparation for all degree
courses. Potential careers include
research, human resources
management, broadcasting &
advertising, careers guidance, youth &
family work, health care & occupational
health & chartered psychology/
counselling.

Students studying AS/A2 psychology
are eligible for student membership of
the British Psychological Society, the
professional body for Psychological
research.




LEVEL: 3
COURSE LENGTH:
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at C grade or above one of which
should be English. No previous experi-
ence of Sociology is required.

OVERVIEW:

Sociology is of interest to everyone
because it is about subjects that con-
cern us all in our everyday lives; crime,
families, work, employment, education,
race relations, class, gender and polit-
ical behaviour. These are issues of
general concern, the frequent topics of
newspaper articles and news broad-
casts, the subjects of soap operas, nov-
els and plays. The subject is a 'living’
subject and relates to current ‘today’
issues questioning why things happen
and why society is like it is?  We look
at increasing social inequality and con-
temporary issues such as green and
environmental crimes, human rights
crimes and state crimes. Sociologists
explore these issues and try to provide
answers to the kinds of questions we

commonly ask - for example - why cer-
tain people commit crimes, why do
some people fail at school, why so
many people are divorced? How is
family life changing? It provides theo-
ries to help explain society and give the
basis for future studies and research.



GEOGRAPHY

LEVEL: 3
COURSE LENGTH:
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at C grade or above. A grade C at
GCSE level in Geography is
essential.

OVERVIEW:

This four-unit GCE Geography
specification offers units that allow a
balance between students' own
particular physical, human and/or
environmental interests and key
geographical topics that provide them
with the knowledge, understanding
and skills for further study at higher
education or for employment. In the
first year students will be studying
Global Challenge and Global
Investigations and in the second
year Contested Planet and
Geographical Research will follow.

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH:
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at C grade or above. A grade C at
GCSE level in History is essential.

OVERVIEW:

The course comprises at AS level one
unit on Civil Rights in the USA, and
one on the Suffragette movement.

At A2, we study the political history of
the USA, and a coursework unit on the
British Empire and the Slave Trade.

There are a range of occupations and
professions for which the study of
History is useful both as background
knowledge and for the development of
higher order skills, e.g. legal work,
local government, the media, the civil
service, police and public services.



LEVEL: 2
COURSE LENGTH: ONE YEAR

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs

OVERVIEW:

The BTEC Travel & Tourism First
Diploma is a full time course that
focuses on the growth of the Travel &
Tourism Industry both within the UK
and across the rest of the world. It is
a good stepping-stone both to the
Travel & Tourism Industry and to A
Levels as you will learn many of the
educational, vocational and personal
skills needed to progress in both directions.
When you take this course you will be
practising many of the skills and much
of the knowledge that is expected from
those people who work in the Travel &
Tourism Industries.

TRAVEL & TOURISM
(SINGLE OR DOUBLE)

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH: A/S -
YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

5 GCSEs at C grade or above.
English and Mathematics are essential.
A grade B in this subject is preferred.
Students moving on from the BTEC
First Diploma in the 6th Form will need
to achieve a Merit in order to be
accepted on the A Level course.

OVERVIEW:

Travel and Tourism covers the whole
phenomenon of people travelling away
from home; for business, leisure or
visiting friends and relatives, in the UK
or abroad, and the organisations can
be grouped into different sectors. The
main sectors are: - Transport
Providers, Accommodation Providers,
Tour Operators, Travel Agents, Visitor
attractions, Support services such as
tourist information services. There is
the option to study this qualification as
either a Single or Double Award. This

qualification will give a broad background
in the travel and tourism industry,
which will allow you to progress further
for higher education, training and
employment.



PUBLIC SERVICES
(BTEC 1ST DIPLOMA)

LEVEL: 2
COURSE LENGTH: ONE YEAR

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: .
5 GCSEs atgrades D - E
OVERVIEW:

The BTEC Public Services First
Diploma is a full time course that
focuses on the jobs and work carried
out in the public sector e.g. the Police
Service, the Fire Service, the Army
and Coastguard. Not only will you
learn about these jobs, the course will
give you the skills to help you enter
into a job in the public sector. It is a
good stepping stone both into the public
sector of industry and to further
gualifications in this field. When you
take this course you will be expected
to adopt a mature approach to your
learning as would be expected in a job
in the public sector. There will be visits
to workplaces and some of the
specialist units allow learning to take
place in an outdoor environment.
These may include expeditions to
Dartmoor to practice the skills you
have learnt in college.

PUBLIC SERVICES
(BTEC LEVEL 3)

LEVEL: 3
COURSE LENGTH: TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: .
5 GCSEs at grades C and above.
OVERVIEW:

This course is designed for students
who wish to pursue a potential career
in any of the uniformed Public
Services such as the Police Service,
The Royal Marines, Army and the Fire
Service. It is a vocational course that
is equivalent to 2 A levels at the end of
the second year of the course. The
course is delivered through a mixture
of practical and theoretical activities
that will require enthusiasm and
dedication. You will also have to take
part in adventurous activities and learn
new skills, examples include letterboxing,
mountain biking and teamwork skills.
During the course you will take part in
visits to a number of public services
such as the Police, Plymouth Lifeboat
Station and Her Majesty’s Coastguard
and you may be expected to take part
in work experience. Level 3 Public
Services does not guarantee you a job

in the Public Services but it provides
you with the knowledge and skills to
become a strong candidate whether
you want to become a Royal Marine
Commando or a Prison Officer.




OCR NATIONAL

CERTIFICATE IN ICT
LEVEL: 3
COURSE LENGTH: TWO YEARS

(Equivalent to one A Level)

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:
5 GCSEs at C grade or above, includ-
ing English and ICT

OVERVIEW:

The new OCR Nationals in ICT Level 3
offer students an in-depth look at ICT
in the modern workplace and teach
the skills needed to progress to higher
education or employment.

At university, Mathematics is divided
into many different subject areas;
FOUR of which can be tested at AS/A
Level. These are: Pure Mathematics,
Further Pure, Statistics, Mechanics,
Discrete or Decision Mathematics.
This course can count towards the
points needed for university entry
requirements for many courses, for
example maths, science, engineering,
business, accountancy, psychology,
sociology, computing etc.



DIPLOMA IN
FINANCIAL STUDIES

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH:
CERTIFICATE - ONE YEAR
DIPLOMA TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at C grade or above.

OVERVIEW:

The Diploma in Financial Studies
develops students’ knowledge and
understanding of financial products
such as savings and investments,
mortgages, pensions, life assurance
and insurance products.

The course is designed to inspire
individuals to meet their lifestyle
aspirations. This will be achieved by
teaching students to apply the
appropriate financial solution(s) from
the wide range available within the
evolving marketplace.

Students who wish to learn how to
make informed and confident
decisions regarding their finances,
and/or to pursue a career in financial
services should consider this course.

LEVEL: 2
COURSE LENGTH:
ONE YEAR

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5
GCSEs atD -E

OVERVIEW:

The aim of this course is to offer a
rounded programme providing the
learner with appropriate technical and
soft skills to be successful in the finan-
cial services working environment.
Students will learn about the basics of
personal finance and the place of the
financial services industry within that.
By learning how to manage their own
finances students will be in a better
position to help others.

Working in the financial services
industry is more than just knowing the
products available. Students will also
complete units of work in Customer
Service, |.T and employment skills
which will give them the necessary
attributes and knowledge to enter the

Financial Services marketplace. It will
also open pathways to further, higher
level study and qualifications such as
the ifs Diploma in Financial Studies.



FRENCH

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH: A/S - ONE
YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

5 GCSEs at C grade or above including
a grade B or above in French.

OVERVIEW:

The course aims to develop practical
skills in order to understand and
communicate in the written or spoken
language, to foster awareness and
understanding of the background of
the language, to develop study skills
proper to language learning and to
encourage use of the target language.
Industry and Commerce are increasingly
on the look out for people with a good
knowledge of a foreign language,
especially now that markets are no
longer respectful of national boundaries.
Careers in all areas of education will
also benefit from such knowledge.




LEVEL: 3
COURSE LENGTH: TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

5 GCSEs at C Grade or above. A
grade B at GCSE level in Physical
Education is preferred.

OVERVIEW:

This course covers a wide range of
units and will allow you the opportunity
to develop your skills and broaden
your knowledge as a performer. Some
of you will have lots of experience in
the sporting environment others may
not, do not worry! It will also allow you
the opportunity to achieve and
succeed. The course will give you the
opportunity to  increase  your
understanding as a coach, performer,
official and leader. The team of teachers
will be able to offer their knowledge on
specialist areas of the Sport. We will
also arrange outside groups to come
in and work with you. The BTEC
National Diploma in Sport is a practical,

work-related course, it is equivalent to
three A Levels and the Certificate is
equivalent to two A Levels which
means when you have finished the
course you can choose whether to get
a job straight away or study further.




SPORT (BTEC AWARD) SPORT
(BTEC 1ST DIPLOMA)

LEVEL: 3
COURSE LENGTH: TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

5 GCSEs at C Grade or above. A
grade B at GCSE level in Physical
Education is preferred.

OVERVIEW:

This course covers a wide range of
units and will allow you the opportunity
to develop your skills and broaden
your knowledge as a performer. Some
of you will have lots of experience in
the sporting environment others may
not, do not worry! It will also allow you
the opportunity to achieve and
succeed. The course will give you the
opportunity to increase  your
understanding as a coach, performer,
official and leader.

LEVEL: 2
COURSE LENGTH: ONE YEAR

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

5 GCSEs at grade D - E. Agrade D or
E would be advisable in Maths,
Science and English and also an interest
in the sports industry is essential.

OVERVIEW:

BTEC First Diplomas are practical,
work related courses. You learn by
completing projects and assignments
that are based on realistic work situations,
activities and demands. It introduces
you to the employment area you have
chosen and provides a good basis to
go on to a more advanced work-related
qualification.

A BTEC First Diploma is equivalent to
four GCSEs grades A* - C and will be
taken as a one year full time course. It
is a ‘middle ground’ qualification
between academic and vocational
study.

The course is split into six separate
modules which include:

Sports Leadership; Preparation for
Sport; Practical Sport; The Body in
Sport; Work Based Project; and
Health, Safety and Injury.

How Will | Be Assessed?

All units are coursework based,
assessed internally and graded.
These are then checked by the
Awarding Body and an overall grade
for the qualification is awarded.

With further training or study, students
go into such careers as:

n Sports Centres
n Leisure Centres
n Outdoor Activity Centres

A BTEC First Diploma prepares you
for employment and provides a good
grounding to go on to a more
advanced course such as: BTEC
National Diploma, Certificate or Award
in Sport.



BIOLOGY

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH:
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

5 GCSEs at C Grade to include B in
Science, C in Mathematics and C in
English.

OVERVIEW:

The AS Level consists of the following
units - Cells, Exchange and Transport,
Molecules, Biodiversity, Food and
Health, Practical Skills in Biology.
The second year (A Level) consists of
Communications, Homeostasis and
Energy, Control, Genomes and
Environment, Practical Skills in
Biology. Successfully completing this
course can lead on to Degree courses,
Teacher Training, Nursing & Medical
Careers and Environmental Services.




CHEMISTRY

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH:
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

5 GCSEs at C grade or above to
include at least 2 grade Bs in Science
and Mathematics with at least a grade
C in English.

OVERVIEW:

This course provides a scientific
approach to the study of Chemistry.
The AS level forms 50% of the
assessment weighting of the full
advanced award. Units include:
Chemistry for Life, Chemistry of
Natural Resources, Skills for
Chemistry.

PHYSICS

LEVEL: 3

COURSE LENGTH:
A/S - ONE YEAR, A2 - TWO YEARS

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 5 GCSEs
at C grade or above, a minimum of
grade B in Double Science and a
minimum of grade B in Mathematics is
required.

OVERVIEW:

To be successful on this course you
will need to: learn facts; remember
formulae; manipulate formula; write
essays; carry out careful precise practical
work; think for yourself; work on your
own; organise your study time; spend
at least 5 hours of your own time per
week reading around the subject;
complete homework carefully and
hand it in on time; use knowledge/skills
in unfamiliar circumstances; make use
of ICT facilities; develop your study
skills: use internet, library, CD ROMSs,
books and videos.



The College libraries at both centres have large resources geared towards our Sixth Formers. You are welcome to
use us for study and research at any time throughout the College day and there is always a member of the library
team to hand to assist you if needed. We hold over 12,000 books, have 24 networked PCs (all with internet access),
offer hard copy of most higher/further education prospectuses and take several daily newspapers.
